Susan Emily Southall

Susan Emily Southall was a lifelong resident of
Murfreesboro and is descended from the longstandin
Southall and Pipkin families. She was a popular and
outspoken woman and was known affectionately as
AMIi ss Sued by her friends
children and

in 1845 to welto-do parents John Wesley and Mary
Pipkin Southall. She was introduced to music early in
her life and developed her skills with the piano during

her full education at Greensboro Female College, latgr a

the local Methodist College prior to its destruction by

fire, and finally at the Chowan Baptist Female Institute.

She resided briefly in Franklin, Virginia, developing a
close friendship with Rosena Lassiter.

When asked by her daughierlaw, Annie
Scarborough Lawrence, if she had any early suitors N
Sue replied, #AOf course,
heart was always set on one man, Captain Lewis C.
Lawrence. While he hailed from a respectable family
Captain Lawrence was not wealthy enough for Miss
Southall 6s parentsd appr|o
repeatedly rejected marriage requests from Captain
Lawrence and threatened to disinherit Susan if she
eloped. Despite this, after an extended courtship Mis|
Sue and the Captain were married in 1867 in the
Murfreesboro area with the Southall parents absent.
family must have reconciled themselves with the
marriage quickly, for
156 acres in and around Murfreesboro as a wedding
and built them a home where they would raise their
eight children. Two of those children, John Southall
Carl Capehart Lawrence, lived their entire lives in
Murfreesboro.
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Unfortunately a
foll owing her fatheros
Melrose, to his wife Mary who in turn willed the home
to her son from her first marriage, Colonel James M.
Wynns. Susan was greatly bothered at not inheriting
her birthplace and the event created family discord
between her, her halfrother and her mother which
was never healed.

Captain Lawrence succumbed to a typhoid
fever in 1908, which also nearly killed their son Frank
at the same ti me. Foll o
Sue spent her time devoted to her family, visiting her
children each summer in a circuit through North and
South Carolina. While a weliked woman, Miss Sue
was quite Aol d
behavior she considered improper. When told that a
divorced woman was planning to call on her, Miss Sue
refused to meet with the
